This results in approximately 30 films officially being selected for screening 
in the festival.  They are awarded the unique "Shoestring Trophy.” 
 
Each year we acquire selected winning films from our festival as indicated by 
audience surveys for our Best of the Fest collection. These films are available 
for loan. The only stipulations are that no fees be charged for showing the 
films and that no films are duplicated. This catalog contains the films that are 
available and their formats.
